We had installed a weir, a type of fish barrier, and were evaluating how effective it was at stopping fish movement. Ultimately, it really didn't work at all. The team had put other fish barriers, such as culverts with dropoffs, there in the past that hadn't worked either. This gave us a unique challenge, how do we create a barrier that stops fish movement? A group of fish crew employees and I worked with our supervisor to create a solution. It took a lot of iterative  thinking (for those that don’t speak Colt Kraczek, iterative thinking is repetition of a process), but finally we came up with a way that involved several of the known conditions that prevent fish movement. This was a great lesson in teamwork and open communication that I won't soon forget.”  Congratulations Colt Kraczek.
