Agreement for Breeding Livestock Program

I, _______________________, agree to enter into a contract with the Mackay FFA Chapter with a  Beef/Dairy/Sheep/Hog (circle one) under the following conditions:

1. I agree to return to the Mackay FFA Chapter 60% of the dam cost.  The total dam cost shall not exceed approximately 200% of current market value (as defined by the Advisory Committee).  The student and advisory committee will negotiate the best price possible.  Purchase of the dam will be made only with the Advisory committee’s approval.  These values are set below for this year:

2. I shall care for, feed, vaccinate, deliver the offspring, and manage the dam and offspring according to the principles that I have learned to use in livestock production.
3. The brand inspection and ownership of the animal will be held by the Mackay FFA Chapter’s name for two years, and after that period of time, I may receive a brand inspection and ownership of the dam.
4. I agree to pay all expenses in raising the dam and offspring—and will record expenses in my record book.  If the offspring should die, I will be expected to still make payment when it is due.  I may graft offspring on to the dam under my own expense.
5. I will insure the animal in case of death, at the cost of $50 for cow or $10 for other species.  The insurance payment is due prior to receiving the animal.  The Advisor or chairperson from advisory committee must verify death.
6. I will bring my dam and it’s offspring to the Custer County fair the first year and have them broke to show and groomed.  I will show the dam or offspring in a total of at least two breeding or market classes.  I will also show the dam or offspring in showmanship class.  I will have learned how to show the animal prior to the fair.  I will have my animal where I can show my advisor that I am prepared two weeks prior to the fair.
7. I understand that the animal cannot be turned out on open range for the first year that I have received the animal.
8. I will maintain a 2.5 GPA, and if I do not, I will go before the advisory board for further review.
9. I must maintain active membership in FFA for at least two years in order to receive and keep the dam.
10. I will have the cow with a bull or artificially inseminated no later than June 1st.  A dairy cow will be artificially inseminated or with a bull at heat from 45-60 days after calving and bred at each sign of heat after that.  A ewe will be with a ram through the fall until bred.  A sow will be bred 3-5 days after weaning piglets—and a sow should give at least two litters in a year.
11. When this contract is satisfactorily completed, and after the two year period, I will gain ownership of the dam.
12. If this contract is broken, not properly fulfilled, or I do not take proper care of the project, it will be returned by me to the Mackay FFA Chapter.  Furthermore, I will not receive any compensation for feed or care up to that point.  
13. I agree to allow the chairman and/or advisor to come and check on my project at any time necessary.

Signing this agreement gives the Mackay FFA Chapter full right to take any necessary action if I do not meet the terms and conditions of this contract.
